Langton is a playful pop sculptor and installation artist who creates gigantic plastic blow-up ‘toys’
of frightening proportions. As curator Mark Feary has commented of the artists work; “Langton’s
work makes you feel good, but only sort of.” Indeed, despite the bright colours, the smiling faces
and fun medium, there is something oddly ominous about his blow-ups. Langton blends the playful
naivety of Betty Boop and Astro Boy with the more knowing aesthetic palette of Roy Lichtenstein,
creating his own world of bobbing and bopping figures like a toy-maker gone mad.
